Devices and technologies used to treat skin aging have grown in leaps
and bounds. “One of our goals throughout the years has been to
research what’s new and focus on making available the most effective
novel treatment options and devices to our patients,” Dr. Buckley says.
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But while the technological bells and whistles are important to patients,
it is something quite different that keeps them coming back, the
cosmetic surgeon says.

The key to success in a practice that focuses on treating cosmetic
concerns, according to Dr. Buckley, is to understand the full scope of
what is troubling the person and to try to help them with a sensitive and
respectful yet comprehensive plan. “This often means helping patients
understand the scope of what might help them in their lives that may
have nothing to do with medicine. For example, a patient may have just
lost someone dear to them and it may not be the best time to add the possible stress of a bigger
procedure, such as a facelift, even though the patient thinks that could be the key to happiness,” he says.

There are so many facial rejuvenating options today—from invasive to non-invasive—that Dr. Buckley says
there is no one-size-�ts-all solution. He can, and does, offer options that �t into the patient’s life and
current situation, while addressing the cosmetic concerns at hand. “Everyone wants to be happy and we
want to help patients set a reasonable course towards that goal in any way we can,” he says. “Twenty-
nine years ago, Botox did not exist. Restylane and the other hyaluronic �llers did not exist. None of the
lasers that we use today existed. There was no Thermage, no Ultherapy, no Venus Freeze,” Dr. Buckley
says. “The only �ller we had in 1987 was bovine collagen, known as Zyderm and Zyplast. We can use
today’s �llers on the spot, so that patients have results that night for a party or other occasion. Back then,
we had to do a skin test before injecting bovine collagen. The skin test needed to be performed and read
a month later, before patients could receive �ller. To top it off, the early �llers didn’t last much beyond
three to four months, compared to �llers today, which can last a year or more.”

Nearly 30 years after �rst opening, MilfordMD has a very wide range of ever expanding treatment options
and combinations of options to help patients of all ages and cosmetic concerns to feel more con�dent
and feel better about themselves. “We are a very high-tech cosmetic practice, and we constantly work at
staying at the forefront of offering aesthetic medical technology that is effective. Five years from now, we
will have new devices,” Dr. Buckley says. “In fact, the future of cosmetic medicine is happening today. We
are in the process of placing an order for our newest equipment: ThermiVA. The technology will allow us
to expand our services to include vaginal rejuvenation. It’s something our patients want. It’s trending,
worldwide. And soon we’ll be at the forefront with technology that allows us to improve a wider range of
women’s health issues, including vulvovaginal and labial laxity, atrophic vaginitis, vaginal dryness and
atrophy, orgasmic dysfunctions, mild to moderate stress incontinence with urinary leakage, overactive
bladder and orgasmic dysfunctions.”
